Clinical Activities carried out at IEO

The main activity of Professor Pravettoni is to supervise the clinical cases and the setting/analysis of psychological treatments in cancer patients.

Moreover, she deals with the outpatient activity of the Applied Research Unit for Cognitive and Psychological Science. 

Research Activities carried out at IEO

The scientific activity is mainly addressed to the analysis of various aspects of the cognitive psychology and health psychology, with particular attention to the decision making process in medicine and the patient empowerment. At EIO, Professor Pravettoni is currently carrying out research activities with the European project “P-Medicine to develop a set of tools designed to improve the interaction between doctor and patient, highlighting and enhancing the individual characteristics involved in the decision-making process. . 

Professor Pravettoni is also coordinating the research activities carried out within the Cosmos project, aiming to outline the cognitive profiles that characterize the heavy smokers in order to identify the choice strategies that lead them to pursue damaging behavior to their health. 
Passed Clinical and Research Activities
The main areas of research are the decision-making processes and the health psychology. 
Decision-making processes: the studies undertaken in this area mainly regards the analysis of how judgments and assessments made ​​by individuals vary according to specific contextual factors (i.e. the composition of the choice set) and personality (i.e. the decision-making styles). The research activity mainly covers the area of decisions-making in the medical field. In particular, recent research has focused on the decision-making process in medicine and the identification of strategies to prevent error and to improve the cognitive performance both of the medical and nursing staff, and of the patient during treatment.
Health psychology: the interest in the psychological well-being of the individual has characterized the research on the culture of health, with particular attention to the individual as an active agent of their welfare. In particular, the research has focused on the analysis of psychological behaviors that have implications for the health and for the development of patient empowerment.
